3 & 6, they would improvise  
stories, one of which was: A little Tiger  
finds a Baby Dragon, all alone, and helps it 
find some fish to eat. With their beautiful 
young imaginations, my two children would 
traipse off looking for fish…  
(and I’d get a 5-minute nap!) 
 

The baby dragon and tiger they  
created were adorable.  
 
 

 

This is why ABHI is magical.  
Because of my children,  

your children, everyone’s children,  
and their wonderful imaginations. 

 

This presentation offers barely a glimpse 
at the primary characters, and some of 

the story beats. There are yet many 
more beautiful characters people fall in 

love with. Even the secondary roles such 
as Cootha the Dog, Pigeons, Eagles, 

and hilarious Donkeys. 
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The GOAL was 
simple – create a 
Story as marvellous  
as the classics we all 
love. Thus the relationship  
between Abhi and Seba is as 
emotional and interdependent 
as that between Timothy the 
Mouse and the baby elephant in 
the 1941 DUMBO. The songs
